Population: The village area of Nazareth was
populated mostly by Jews, but also with some
diversity of Syrians, Greeks, and Romans

James Strange, an American archaeologist,
notes: “Nazareth is not mentioned in ancient
Jewish sources earlier than the third century
AD. Thislikely reflectsits lack of prominence
both in Galilee and in Judaea.” Strange
originally speculated that the population of
Nazareth at the time of Christ to be "roughly
1,600 to 2,000 people", but later, in a
subsequent publication, at “a maximum of
about 480.”

In English translations of the New Testament,
one reads the phrase "Jesus of Nazareth"
seventeen times where the Greek means
literally "Jesus the Nazarene" or "Jesus the
Nazoraean."
